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HOW TO PRINT NUNAVUT REPORT CARDS FROM CONNECTED 

This document explains how to use Maplewood connectEd to print Nunavut report cards. The system 
comes with three report cards: elementary, middle years and secondary card. You can print report 
cards any time to see how your comments and marks look on the card. 

How to print Nunavut report cards from connectEd 

1. After logging in, got to Achievement. You should see a link for Print Report Cards. If you do not see 
it, you have not been granted the permissions to do so and the permissions have to be changed. 
Contact your school administrators or one of the SIS Coordinators for the permission change. 
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2. Next, select the correct Report Type: Individual or Combined. The Elementary and Middle Years 
report cards are under Individual, the complete secondary school report card under Combined. 

3. Select the Report, such as “Middle Years (Term 1)” 

4. Select the Report Date if other than today

 

5. Next, select the students for whom you want to print the report card. You can filter them by 
Homeroom, Class or by Advisor Group. 

6. Click View and the report card generation process starts. 
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7. The report should show up in Adobe Reader. From there you can save it as PDF or print it. 
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
